Cooking Class and the sequel, Jimmy Schmidt s Cooking
Class: Seasonal Recipes from a Chef s Kitchen. He is proud
of being an innovator and a mentor. “I am a teacher
who enjoys sharing the joys of food and wine with our
staff while watching them grow and develop.”
Schmidt has the ability to artistically present haute cui-
sine while striving to create healthy food. Ingredients
from nature inspire him, and he describes himself as
having “a unique perspective of natural ingredients for
their taste, biological and nutritional components,
which when creatively combined produce very pleas-
urable, edible results.” He approaches his culinary pro-
fession like a scientist because he evaluates the precise
properties of food. “We have evolved our cooking'to
be as nutritionally sound as it is delicious.”
